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ELECTION RULES for 2021

I. General Rules for running for positions in the Board of Directors and Supervisory Board before the Annual General Assembly
A. Employees of member companies in good standing, individual members can apply.

B. Honorary Members, Committee or Policy Task Force chairs, the Chief Executive Officer or employees of AmCham are not entitled to apply for positions. 

C. Applicants are not allowed to run for both Board of Directors and Supervisory Board positions.

D. During the campaign period, each candidate is entitled to receive a list of AmCham members with email addresses from the AmCham Office free of charge to send AmCham Elections related campaign material to the members. This list should only be used for campaign purposes, marketing and advertising activities are forbidden. Candidates may only send out a single campaign email to each address. Use of company letterhead is permissible. The misuse of the AmCham mailing list will result in the termination of the candidacy.

E. AmCham will not sponsor or participate in public appearances or verbal or written announcements by candidates (including current Board members) during the 10-day period prior to the General Assembly.

F. The AmCham Office will not sponsor or endorse any candidate.

G. All candidates should forward their complete application to the AmCham Office not later than (October 26, 2021) in electronic format to e-mail address: elections@amcham.hu  

H. An Elections Committee selected by the Board is responsible for validating the applications. Elections Committee members are making sure the applications are complete and are prepared according to the requirements. Once approved by the Election Committee, Candidates will be listed in the Election Brochure. If you have any question regarding the nominations, please contact members of the Elections Committee.

I. All applications must include: 

1. A CV (max. 1000 characters) 

2. Candidate form: Answers to the questions for candidates (max. 3000 characters)

3. Candidate photo (in .jpg, electronic format, 4x6 cm, 300 DPI resolution – this means an image that is at least 473 pixels wide and 709 pixels high) 

4. Letter of Recommendations: recommendations by the CEO or authorized signatory of 10 current members in good standing with signatures. Recommendations are accepted on individual sheets and on compiled lists as well. Upon request of the candidate, list of member companies’ CEOs is available from the AmCham office.

5. Signed copy of the Election Rules.

II. General Rules for Electing Members for the Board of Directors 
at the General Assembly

1. Candidates agree that there shall be no campaigning at the General Assembly (AGA) other than the official campaign speech.  

2. Length of the official campaign speeches at the Assembly (based on the Board decision on July 5, 2017):

First Vice President


5 minutes

Secretary Treasurer


5 minutes

Board member at-large positions
4 minutes

3. Candidates running for two positions will have the opportunity to make only one campaign speech at the General Assembly.  If a candidate, for any reason, cannot personally participate at the General Assembly his/her candidacy is only valid if the campaign speech is delivered in a live video form. 

4. Only in case of restrictions to organize the General Assembly with personal participation pre-recorded campaign speeches are also accepted.

III. General Rules for Electing Members for the Supervisory Board 
at the Annual General Assembly

1. Candidates agree that there shall be no campaigning at the General Assembly (AGA) other than the official campaign speech.  

2. Length of the official campaign speeches at the Assembly (based on the Board decision on August 30, 2021):

Supervisory Board positions

4 minutes

3. If a candidate, for any reason, cannot personally participate at the General Assembly his/her candidacy is only valid if the campaign speech is delivered in a live video form. 

4. In case of restrictions to organize the General Assembly with personal participation pre-recorded campaign speeches are also accepted.

5. The person receiving the largest number of votes will be elected as Chair of the Supervisory Board, the person receiving the second largest number of votes will become a Supervisory Board Member.

Members who wish to obtain a voting ballot at the General Assembly must arrive at the site of the General Assembly prior to the beginning of the election procedure.

There will be no absentee voting; all votes must be cast in the room where the General Assembly takes place. Members who are entitled to vote at a General Assembly and are not able to attend a General Assembly may exercise their voting rights at the General Assembly by proxy. Proxy form will be downloadable from the relevant page of the AmCham website. A proxy can be assigned to any member, who may accept a maximum of 3 proxies. Proxies cannot be granted to running candidates except for own company.

In case of any discrepancy between these Elections Rules and the Mandatory Election Rules of the AmCham By-laws the Mandatory Election Rules of the AmCham By-laws shall prevail.
